9. COUNSELOR’S RESPONSIBILITIES: (minimum staff age: 18; prefer having completed freshman year) 

#1. Cabin Counselor: Role model and leader to a group of 4 to 8 girls living in a cabin together. 

#2. Activity Instructor: Teach and assist with one or more activities. 

#3. Committee Assignment: You will serve on one or two committees of your choice. 

#4. Give of yourself to the campers; always put them first above all else. 
10. TIME OFF: TWO WEEK SESSION–TWO ½ DAY OFFS (6 HOURS EACH). FOUR WEEK SESSION–TWO ½ DAY OFFS 

(6 HOURS EACH), ONE DAY OFF (12 HOURS), ONE 24 HOUR LEAVE, ONE 24 HOUR LEAVE BETWEEN SESSIONS.
